	Call to Order
	Rebecca Maguire called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m., and we approved the May minutes.


Rebecca then introduced Sandy Whitehead, an associate with Baskervill who is also the Chair of the Field House Committee.  Sandy explained that the proposed field house would be a one-story building with approximately 1,500 sq. ft and would provide space for restrooms, first aid, concession, and storage.  Sandy explained the process of selecting BCWH, meeting with the City of Richmond to discuss any issues, and funding of the field house.  Regarding any issues with the City of Richmond—no code issues; to comply with health department, we will only reheat food in concession area; and due to plumbing concerns given the age/condition of our school, we should definitely plan to raise more than the $250,000 current estimate.  The Field House Committee continues to work with Paige Hawkins/Jim Holdren/Other Administrators to finalize plans/cost estimates.  

Rebecca Maguire then focused the discussion on the funding of the field house.  The Athletic Boosters has pledged $25,000.  Rebecca Maguire indicated that there has been a request that the Athletic Boosters assist in identifying and contacting large donors, as well as seek support from parents and alumni to move forward with the fundraising aspect of this project.  Rebecca added that the field house is the #1 priority of the Athletic Boosters per Jim Holdren and Paige Hawkins.  The motion was approved to solicit parents/volunteers in Smoke-n-Scales to join the Field House Committee; to contact corporate donors and play a key role in fund raising efforts for this project.  Sandy Whitehead agreed to be the contact for questions about the Field House Committee.

Other comments: Mathis Powelson agreed to contact Doug Hunt regarding his interest in assisting with fundraising/contact of corporate donors, etc.   Lydia Ballentine will draft a flyer regarding the Field House Project to be included in back-to-school information.  We will indicate that $75,000 has been raised/pledged to date and hope to get momentum moving forward for the project.

	Other updates from President:

--Guy Spiers volunteered to write thank you notes for Athletic Boosters

--Athletic Boosters may receive a portion of the profits from the Davis Cup match in March 2010 if it’s held in Richmond.   Any money received would go toward the building of new tennis courts.  The USTA also awards grants twice/year—grants are available specifically for court design.  Due to Arthur Ashe’s ties to Maggie Walker (he attended  and also received an honorary degree from Maggie Walker), a request has been made to dedicate the courts to him—which was exciting to the local USTA committee trying to bring the Davis Cup match to Richmond.  Blair Guncheon agreed to assist with tennis court design and “track the grant” if we receive one—limited responsibilities at this point.

--Yolande Long agreed to attend the freshman orientation on 9/1/09 and represent the Athletic Boosters.
