	Call to Order
	Rebecca Maguire called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. and January minutes were approved.

	President’s Report
	Rebecca Maguire began with a request for Athletic Boosters Nominations for 2010-2011-- anyone currently volunteering who may be interested in a position or anyone we may know that may be interested should let her know as many senior parents are currently volunteering and there will be vacancies for 2010-2011.  An announcement will also be made in Smoke-N-Scales. 


	Treasurer’s Report 
	Charles Green distributed financial statements as of 2-21-10 and noted that $25,000.00 was paid to the Foundation for the field house project.  Request from Athletics for  $12,000 for the winter sports budget has not yet been made.  Once tax return is finalized and filed, we will have a payment of $1,200 to make.  Also BB&T CD matures 3/1/10, and rates are extremely low.  We will re-invest for 13 months or less and monitor banks for highest rate at maturity.   


	


	Committee Report’s
	Membership—Mathis Powelson reported that with Hal Waller’s assistance, 118 letters were sent requesting Athletic Booster donations from families with winter sports athletes who had not already given from fall season.  16 donations totaling $1,850 have been received as a result of this effort, and Mathis will try to do this again during spring season.  Lists have been provided to John Herrmann for the website listing parent reps for fall and winter sports.  Mathis is in the process of getting parent reps for spring sports. 

Marketing/Corporate Sponsors – Anne Napps received $1,500 for banner payments and has an outstanding payment of $600 to collect.  Anne indicated she will need a replacement on the Boosters for 2010-2011 due to other commitments. 

Tennis—Blair Guncheon indicated that there was nothing new to report.

Concession Stand—Paige Hawkins, Ken Knight and Rebecca attended a meeting with Bob Comet to view floor plans and elevation drawings.  They discussed the possibility of asking for grants as a result of the “sustainable & educational design ideas” presented at the meeting with the architect.  Going forward we need to use plans to determine cost estimates and then produce marking material for fundraising efforts.  There is a predicted 12-18 month time period before a turnaround in the construction industry begins, at which time it may get more expensive and more difficult to find contractors for this project.  

Auction—Dave Henderson reminded everyone that auction takes place in 2 weeks.  189 RSVPs so far and items will be announced online prior to the auction.  In addition, there will be “buy it now” items for sale prior to auction as the committee ended-up with extra items.  Dave also stated that he would like to transition someone into the Auction responsibility as he plans to do this one more year. 


	Athletic Directors’ Report
	Paige Hawkins announced the start of spring sports today.  In addition, new coaches and working on the logistics of space are current priorities.  Team results were announced by both Paige Hawkins and Jim Holdren.--very successful winter season with the continued building of the wrestling team, both the boys’ and girls’ basketball teams going to districts; many indoor track athletes being named all district and all region, as well as 9 girls and 2 boys competing at States; and both the boys’ and girls’ swim teams winning the Region for the 2nd year in a row, as well as the boys’ team placing 8th in the State.  

Paige Hawkins discussed the fact that our swim team has been very appreciative of the relationship with VCU over the last 9 years.  MLWGS is now looking for another pool since VCU has been planning on tearing down the current facility for some time.  Paige shared information about several possible locations that are currently being considered and asked the Boosters to anticipate pool rental as a new expense for budgeting purposes for 2010-2011.  In addition, Tammy Casey is the new girls’ tennis coach.
