	Call to Order
	Rebecca Maguire called the meeting to order at 5:59 p.m. and April minutes were approved.

	President’s Report
	Rebecca Maguire announced that all Athletic Boosters positions were filled for the 2010-2011 school year and the slate of officers presented and attached were approved.  Rebecca thanked current volunteers for their effort and the accomplishments made by the Boosters during the school year. 

 


	Treasurer’s Report 
	Charles Green provided financial statements as of 5/14/2010 and stated that the most significant item not paid is the $12,000 spring sport contribution not requested through 5/14/10.  The tennis court CD which matured 5/2/10 and unassigned Money Market Account was rolled into a 90-day Money Market Account with Wachovia with a promotional rate of 0.45%.   Tax return was filed and MLWGS should receive return receipt by mail any day.  Charles requested audit volunteers for the 2nd week of August.  Rebecca Maguire, Suzanne Bird and Jonathan Weinstock volunteered.  


	


	Committee Report’s
	Membership—Mathis Powelson reported that a total of $6,160 had been generated by mailing letters to athletes participating in Winter & Spring Sports—26 new donors from spring sports.  Mathis and the committee discussed the fact that the Boosters may want to send letter/membership info  to fall sport athletes.  Also, the group discussed possibly trying a “Start of the Season Meeting” each sport season to emphasize Athletic Booster Support and to promote general team organization to assist coaches.  There was a request to generate a master email list of all athletes, and Hal Waller thought he could assist with generating such a list.  Rebecca asked that Bill Yates and John Laws establish a game plan for team meetings in the fall to be discussed at the August Athletic Booster Meeting.

Tennis—Blair Guncheon noted that there is an “extreme makeover” concept for tennis courts and the first ones to get the makeover are the Williams sisters’ home courts.  MLWGS wants to be the second group of courts to receive a makeover.  Follow-up with the Grovers.  Also, VCU is in negotiations to buy land nearby for the tennis center discussed in a previous meeting.

Marketing/Corporate Sponsors – Anne Napps brought information for John Laws for 2010-2011 and noted banner program income of $7,000 for 2008-2010.  

Concession Stand/Field House—Per Hall Waller a Challenge Grant is in the works and a committee meeting needs to be scheduled.  Ken gave file to Jonathan Weinstock for 2010-2011.

Auction—Dave Henderson noted the Auction Committee would like to get a new venue to be able to increase attendance for the auction and is talking with the Virginia Science Museum.  Cost will be a consideration for any change.

	Whole Foods—Application completed and Virginia Muse  will deliver to Whole Foods for consideration.  According to Virginia, if the application is delivered in May, then our request will be reviewed in June and Virginia will follow-up with information. 

Coupon Books—per Rebecca there does not appear to be a real interest in this program based upon feedback after last month’s meeting and the presentation of the program.

Prepsportswear.com has been added to the Athletic Boosters website.  Lydia Ballentine may have already requested that MLWGS be set-up as a beneficiary when apparel is ordered—need follow-up from Lydia.

Athletic Booster Scholarship idea was introduced by Blair Guncheon.  A sample application from another high school in the area was shared and also a comment was made that the MLWGS Music Boosters currently awards a scholarship.  Hal Waller cautioned the group and noted that the Foundation has received legal counsel regarding the issues with offering scholarships.  He requested that the Athletic Boosters consult legal counsel regarding this first.

Rebecca commented that the new President, Barbara Reese can present this idea to the 2010-2011 Board.

John Hermann and Rebecca discussed a grant and website that requires completion of a survey and designation of MLWGS.  John will email all parents to see if we can be considered for the current grant.  

End of year picnic idea was discussed for athletes, parents,  & Athletic Boosters to promote school community and recognize sport teams successes.

Beginning in August Martin’s/Giant Stores will announce its giving and donation programs.
