Blair Guncheon has a contact at Burkwood who would be willing to talk to the Boosters about the process Burkwood experienced working recently with Gibraltar Contracting LLC when 4 tennis courts were added.  Blair will contact Carl Utley from Burkwood and Jaime Atkins from Gibraltar to look at the current site for our courts and meet with Dave Henderson.
